INL Science Laboratory Grant Guidelines

Idaho National Laboratory (INL) is pleased to announce that we are accepting applications to provide funding to a teacher/school to update physical science or chemistry laboratory equipment. The 2009 INL Science Laboratory Grant Program is designed to provide a teacher/school with funding to start a new science lab program/project or to update and enhance existing equipment or programs. These grants will be awarded to schools rather than to individual teachers, and the equipment will become and remain school property. 

Two grants will be awarded in the amount of $10,000 each, and an individual school is eligible for only one grant each year. 

Select and complete the section from one of the two grant categories:

· Category 1 – Physical Science Laboratory Equipment

· Category 2 – Chemistry Laboratory Equipment

A grant application must include the completed application information form and the appropriate category description form. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.
Applications MUST be received in our office by close of business on March 13, 2009. Applications must be mailed to INL – Attention: Brenda Greenhalgh – P.O. If you are selected for a grant in 2009, a one-page report of the outcomes/results of your grant is due on or before March 6, 2010. The report must include the following: 1) Describe the overall effectiveness of the grant. 2) Explain how student activities directly relate to learning objectives. 3) Describe how the grant contributed to student achievement and how student learning was measured. Failure to submit the follow- up report by March 6, 2010, will disqualify a recipient for future INL grants. 

A panel of judges will evaluate grant applications based on the following criteria:  

· Goals and objectives are clearly stated and measurable.

· Project directly involves students.
· Correlation to the Idaho Standards
· Budget is reasonable, appropriate, and specific equipment costs are identified with vendor quotes.
